(Kamisu, Ibaraki Prefecture) + A number of production lines
resumed operation.

At present, Sanken and all of its affiliates are making every effort to
resume and increase supply of our products to our customers. We regret,
however, to inform that due to troubles in logistics social infrastructure
and power interruptions caused by rolling black-outs, our latest estimate
tells that it takes some time before we regain our stable, full production
and shipment of our products.
